Our student body of nearly 260 students
has a high percentage of minority students. Our diversity engenders a program valuing
a broad range of cultures, and we warmly welcome every family as part of a true school
community.

Fundraising is an important part of every public school and Greenwood is no
exception. Due to the lack of funds available from the Seattle School District and with
nearly 50% of our student population living at or below the poverty line, the
support of our community is crucial to our success.

Consequently, we rely heavily on the generous support of those in our local
community who put education as a top priority, just as we do.
